THE COMMISSION’S RUN OUT OF IDEAS, SO IT’S STARTED TELLING LIES

We have demanded the right of response to the message sent out on 30 October concerning all the measures designed to reform staff policy.

The message contains inaccurate information: it says that ‘a draft agreement has been signed by staff representatives, which clearly establishes how negotiations on the Council have been handled’. 

We challenge that information. The only trade union organisation to have signed the draft agreement – and without the knowledge of staff – is the Union Syndicale Fédérale.

We regret that the Commission should have lowered itself to such manipulation.

In accordance with the mandate of the General Staff Meeting in Brussels on 25 October and in Luxembourg on 26 October, we refused to approve the reform package, and asked the Commission to defer its decision until it had consulted with staff. To our very considerable regret, the Commission made its decision without respecting staff wishes.

We urge therefore to turn out in large numbers to demonstrate your disapproval at the

because the Commission is meeting in Florence on 7 November and in Strasbourg on 14 November. In the meantime, the trade unions will be issuing specially targeted information on the issues and consequences of reform, and have called on the Administration to organise a consultation/ballot of staff in accordance with the mandate of the General Staff Meeting of 25 October.
